All songs will be played on "Pro Face-off Mode". Players will be allowed to "Lefty
Switch" their guitar prior to the beginning of the song. Pausing during songs,
accidental or otherwise, will not be permitted and may result in disqualification.
The screen will have been calibrated (if necessary) by the staff prior to free-play
and tournament matches. Controllers in good working order will be provided for
game play (non-sticky frets, fully-functioning whammy bar, etc.); however,
participants may provide their own controller but are responsible for its
satisfactory function during game play (i.e. low batteries in wireless controllers,
loose wiring in wired controllers, etc.).

Matches will not be restarted in the case of an electrical outage, but
considerations will be made if a connection is broken and more than one person
is booted from the game.
